All foreigners looking for work in Japan, no matter what the job may be, will require a Status of Residence (Visa).Furthermore,
the Status of Residence will dictate not only how long they can work in Japan, but also the type of work that they are allowed
to do. The Status of Residence Daniel is working under is that of "Engineer / Specialist in Humanities / International Services",
and as such he will not be allowed to work in retail serving customers, handling cash, sales, or anything else that may come
under the category of "unskilled labor". If we think about all the retail stores making use of foreign workers lately, they might
be working within the following conditions.

(D Hiring foreign students for part-time work. International students are permitted, to work despite the Status of Residence

title. Students are restricted to working up to a maximum of 28 hours per week. It is generally known that foreign
students make up a most of the staff in convenience stores.

(2 The system as of March, 2019, allows graduates of Japanese universities that are hired to a position with a high level of
Japanese (Japanese Language Proficiency Level 1) the possibility of obtaining a "Designated Activities" Status of
Residence.

(3 Spouses of permanent residents and Japanese people who hold a Family Status of Residence. The Family Statuses of
Residence have no work limitations, so they would be able to work in retail.
